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Important notes before creating a mock exam
on Blackboard?

1. Prepare the mock exam at least one week before the actual exam.
2. The mock exam should mimic the actual exam situation. Thus:
a. All students should take the exam at the same time.
b. The instructor and the college technician must be present during the exam
time.
c. Use the same settings and question types as the actual exam.
3. As an incentive, you can give extra points to students who take the mock exam.
4. Inform students that they would be held responsible for any technical issues during
the actual exam if they did not take the mock exam.
5. Design and administer a mock exam in every course and every semester, to be
updated with the latest proctoring tool modifications.
6. Don't forget to hide the mock exam at least a day before the actual graded exam

starts.
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
